. Question for the student: How assertive are you in

« I'm very involved and provide lots of oversight
and guidance.

Question for the : What roles and responsibilities

apply to advisor and second reader, or co-advisors?

Examples: Your answers:

« Advisors [and co-advisors] provide guidance on
planning, research, and revising.

« Second readers help with finding sources and
polishing near-final drafts.

« We have different areas of expertise, so we'll
help you with different tasks.

» Advisors/readers review drafts in a set order.

« Advisors review all chapters before second
readers review the thesis.
